All US Navy ships with the following designations are included in the Agent Orange exposure: LST, LCM, LCVP, PBR,
and PCF. US Coast Guard vessels designated WPC, WHEC, WLB and WAK are on the list.

There are agreat deal of other ships on the list-too many to list here. Sailors or Marines serving aboard those vesselsin
Vietnam are now officially eligible to submit claims for any disabilities related to exposure to Agent Orange. It has taken
way too long for this approval, but it isfinally afact. Unfortunately, not all vesselsthat served in the Vietnam theater
are listed. That fight is ill in progress.

The push for a VA CBOC is till on aswell. We recently received a call from US Representative Bobby Schilling's staff
about the possibility.
